THE JACKPOT DUALS?

2008 District 51 Jackpot Duals
WELCOME WRESTLING FANS!

The District 51 athletic directors and the wrestling programs at all four District 51 high schools would like
to welcome you to tonight’s high school wrestling action! The Jackpot Duals are a unique night of wrestling
and we would like to take this opportunity to explain tonight’s format to you.

Our basic wrestling format tonight is a double dual, yet not in the truest sense. Here is how tonight’s
action differs from a typical double dual format:

The wrestlers from the four high schools were paired for tonight’s opening matches by a blind draw. The
wrestlers and the coaches did not know which opponent that had drawn until today. Thus, in the first “dual”
of the evening, we will have wrestlers from the four high schools wrestling in the blind draw matches. The
blind draw causes a mix in the first matches of the evening, meaning the Fruita Monument 103-pounder
will wrestle the Palisade 103-pounder, yet the Fruita Monument 112-pounder might be wrestling the Grand
Junction 112-pounder. It all depends upon the draw. Mat number one represents the first draw in that weight
class and mat number two represents the second draw.

The format from here is simple: The winners from mat one wrestle the winners from mat two in that weight
class. The losers of the first matches wrestle each other as well, in what could be call the “consolation
match,” yet the winner of that match still scores a point for his team’s total.

Speaking of scoring, this is how the team’s score points this evening:

The winners of the blind draw or jackpot matches will receive two points for winning that match. Wrestlers
who win the first and second match of the evening, the Jackpot dual champion, receives another four points
for a total of six team points. The wrestler who wins the Jackpot match and then loses the second match of
the evening scores another two points for his team for a total of two points. The winner of the consolation
match, meaning the wrestler who lost the Jackpot match and then won the second match, will score one
point for his team.

Any team who scores a first round pin will receive one additional team point for that pin. A pin in the
championship match scores that team an additional two team points. Any consolation match pin scores that
teamn an additional team point.

At the end of tonight’s matches, the team with the most points will receive a trophy for being the Jackpot
Champions!
